Neutral Density Graduated Filters – David Noton 

Soggy places, crop fields. At least they are at dawn, after a still night, with big drops of dew hanging 
heavily from the fulsome heads. As I push through the barley like a scene out of Gladiator I’m doused in 
dew, covered in seed and weighed down by huge cakes of soft, fertile Umbrian soil clinging to my boots. 
I’ve stumbled into a drainage ditch and weighed down with my Manfrotto and Lowepro am struggling to 
clamber out. Quite frankly, I’m a mess and in a rut, literally and figuratively. Back in Italy again, for the 
second year running. Is this becoming a habit? A bit too predictable? Am I not being adventurous 
enough? Well, as ruts go, it’s a pretty good one to be in, so who cares? And there’s a picture to be made 
here, I think. 
 
Yesterday the long drive from Annecy, under Mont Blanc and down the Autostradas took longer than 
expected. The sun was dipping as we pulled in to the campsite near Gubbio; time only to pitch tent and 
get acquainted with a bottle of Montefalco and a bowl of pasta. I’m lousy at photography when strung 
out from the road, after years of travel I know that now and don’t fight it; the quest for images can wait 
for a fresh start. But where? I’ve never been here before, and have had no time for location searches. I 
could go up the road to Gubbio, I know it’s an Umbrian jewel, but from what I can determine from the 
map it will be in the shadow of the hills at dawn at this time of year. But as we were arriving I spied this 
lovely swaying barely field just over the road; there’s villas looking suitably rustic and Italian in the 
middle distance, and the hills beyond. I never can resist barley fields. As a starting point it seemed to be 
my best option, so here I am. 
 
As the sun rises a bank of cloud rolls in, obscuring the sun. Initially I’m disappointed, as a default setting 
I usually hope for strong directional golden light, but I think there may be a silver lining to this cloud. 
Firstly, the heavy sky gives drama and mood, and secondly, shooting into the light slightly contre jour, as 
I am here, the cloud is diffusing the sun, dropping the contrast and eliminating the problem of flare. And 
I’ve found a few lonely poppies in the sea of green, they add a tiny splash of primary colour; nature’s 
random perfection. So all in all this is a good way to start a trip: unshaven, dishevelled, soaking, muddy, 
dieing for a coffee, and reaching for my ND grads. 
 
I’m reminded of the delights of the NEC. OK, that’s not a logical leap of imagination, from Umbria to 
Birmingham, but trust me. Back in the winter I braved the plastic cups and cardboard sandwiches at 
Focus on Imaging, for 3 days! 3 days! Apart from possibly being the most adventurous thing I’ve ever 
done I had the opportunity to talk filters to many a PP reader. The one question that popped up time and 
again was; hard or soft? When using neutral density graduated filters which degree of gradation to use 
and when seems to be a perennial dilemma. I’m afraid I’m going to disappoint you now by fudging the 
issue; it depends on so many factors. 
 
Firstly, let’s just clarify what I’m on about. Neutral density graduated filters are most typically used for 
holding back exposures on skies and can have a very gradual, or soft transition from top to bottom, clear 
to dense, or a more pronounced, or hard transition. Focal length, depth of field and aperture are all 
considerations when deciding which to use. I could say to you when using medium to long lenses with 
medium to large apertures and shallow depth of field use hard grads and with wide-angle lenses at small 



apertures with lots of depth of field use softs. It’s not a bad general guideline, but here in Umbria I’ve a 
16-35mm lens at 22mm on my Canon set at f16; the depth of field extends from the barley just 
centimetres from the front element all the way to Perugia, and yet I’m using a hard 0.9 ND grad, so 
clearly I’m talking bollocks. Ultimately, the choice of hard or soft will depend on the composition.

For this shot I have a definite line along the skyline 
to lay the grad, the image essentially divides into 
two halves exposure wise and I’m using the grad 
filter to balance them. You could argue that doing 
two exposures and merging them is the way to go. 
It’s certainly a useful method to have in your 
armoury, but if there’s anything moving in the shot 
getting a perfect join between the two exposures 
will be problematical. My approach is to try and get 
as perfect an exposure as possible in camera and 
then to just fine tune the balance between 
landscape and sky in post-production. It’s an 
approach that’s been honed over decades of 
shooting trannies, when it all had to be done in 
camera, but it works for me. I’m not one for complex 
manipulations anyway, the best shots are the 
simplest and you can’t improve on nature. 
 
Whatever your approach all landscapers need ND 

grads more often than not. But on the hard vs soft debate its all still clear as mud, isn’t it? Just consider 
this. I use hard grads 75% of the time. If I could carry just one filter it would be a 0.6 ND grad hard. But 
the three I’m never without are 0.6 & 0.9 ND grad hards and a 0.9 ND grad soft. And as to which to use 
and when, well, you’re just going to have get out there in a crop field at dawn and experiment. Well, 
what else would you rather be doing at 6am on a Sunday morning?

Thanks for your summary of another excellent evening at TAF. I am proud to be a member of TAF and 
therefore would like to comment on your letter which might help the committee to make appropriate 
decisions.  Please, this only as a comment, it surely is not meant to be negative at all. 

 1. Membership numbers: I think it is advisable to limit the amount of membership for the following 
reasons: 

    a) If all the members submit images and prints to a specific judging evening the number will be far to 
large.  The respective judge will only have time to judge the photo and will not be able to give a 
comment and/or advice how to improve the photo or even what you as author can do to enhance your 
own level of photography.  This would be sad as the respective comment, whether you agree or not, 
guides you in a direction and makes you think how other persons see and interpret ate your photo. 

    b.) If all members do submit entries the evening will be rather long and places pressure on the judge 
which might end up in a situation where the last photo's are judged quickly and inappropriately just to 
finish the job. 

   c.) If the club gets too big in numbers the interaction of the members will deteriorate as you are unable 
to speak and interact with all the members thus the formation of groups and cliques might occur.  New 
members will not know how to get into these specific groups and feel as outsiders. 
 
   d.) Another possibility is to reduce the number of images/ prints which may be entered per day. It 
might work, but it surely slows down the rate of advancement in the star grading of each and every 
member.  For some this might be not a problem, others might be offended by a slow progress 

 2. Advancement of members: 

   a.) The club must not be seen as an educational institution of photography at all.  Every member 
should have the drive and urge to improve his/her work, the club can only advise and help where certain 
problems do arise.  As seen form Hannelore's and my side : We had in mind what we want to achieve 
but did not know how to get there.  Reading of information (Journals, internet etc) is of utter importance 
and should be a standard procedure by each member.  However if you do come to a point where you do 
have a specific problem then ask other club members for advice or technical support.  We have received 
valuable information from other members to break a blocked mindset. 



    b.) It is of utter importance to investigate possibilities which your camera has, even if it is hidden away 
somewhere in the menu.  User manuals are often not too well written but also here journals and club 
information can unravel these points.  Also you do have to practice at home what you have learned 
within the environment of the club.  I quote the golfer Garry Player “The more I practice the luckier I 
get"   

   c.) An evening such as the "Back 2 Basics" is a good opportunity to become aware of these features, 
now you have to find them and then learn, practice and to apply them. 

3. Buddy system: 

This is an excellent idea, I am more than prepared to share my limited knowledge with others, but also 
feel free to say that I surely do not know it all and also will need advice from others.  In my daily 
profession I have realized that you yourself do learn a lot by teaching and supporting others. 

We, Hannelore and myself, see TAF as very stimulating to enhance our mutual hobby.  On top of this is 
within the club is a culture of friendliness, support and humor which makes every gathering a special 
event, regardless if it a Chrismar Villas or on one of the excellent outings which were organized.  
Remember the club is not an educational institution, it is a bunch of people who do share the same 
interest and hobby and provide a foundation to enhance these goals.  To our opinion TAF does provide 
this foundation, what you make out of it is entirely your own involvement.

So What Is A Salon? 

Salons are held at national and international level. At national level, only entries 
received from photographers resident in South Africa are accepted. International 
salons are held in various countries. 

All the details concerning a salon can be found on the entry form. Colour slides and 
prints are to be framed and marked as is done for a club competition. The author’s 
name and address should also appear on the slides and prints. 



The judging of images is handled by three judges. The salon director determines the acceptance mark 
that determines the required number of images to be exhibited. Medals and COM's are also awarded in 
the various sections. All salon acceptances obtained by photographers are recorded. 

As soon as the required number of acceptances has been obtained, full members of PSSA may apply 
for diamond ratings in various sections. A trophy is awarded annually to the photographer who received 
the highest number of acceptances in the club. 

A salon provides the photographer with the opportunity to determine the standard of his work and to 
measure it against that of other photographers. Salons fall under the strict control of the Photographic 
Society of Southern Africa and provision is made for slides, digital images, colour prints, black-and-white 
prints and audio-visuals. The rules and regulations regarding salons are available from the PSSA and 
well as the closing dates of forthcoming salons and the results of recently held salons.
